Course numbers listed here refer to CCSNH listings and may vary with other schools.

*Human Growth and Development
A study of the psychological implications for the growth and development of the human person with a specific emphasis on the physical, cognitive, social, emotional, and ethical dimensions during the prenatal period though later adulthood.  A review of and an introduction to major theorists are presented on a continuing basis throughout the course. (*Course number, title, and description may vary at each college)

ED 101 Introduction to Exceptionalities

This course will introduce the basic values that underlie supporting students who experience disabilities, and the roles of educational personnel in supporting those individuals including: the value of inclusion in home, education, work and community life; respect for the inherent worth and dignity of each person; respect for students’ basic rights to affect the conditions of their own existence. Through readings, in-class discussions, and on-site visits to schools and classrooms, students will develop strategies on how to facilitate students’ independence, learning, social connections, and self-advocacy skills.  Curriculum will emphasize the philosophical and practical applications of valuing students’ abilities and diversity, collaborating with educators and families, supporting classroom teachers, curriculum modifications, and problem-solving strategies. 

*College Composition

In this course, students learn to write clearly and effectively for defined audiences through a variety of strategies.  Emphasis is on the writing process, from drafting through pre-writing, revision and editing.  This course places reading at the core of the writing curriculum by including interaction with reading selections as the vehicle for idea development, analytical and interpretive skills, and research, and to serve as writing models.  (*Course number, title, and description may vary at each college)

ED 104 Foundations of Education

This is a survey course that investigates the philosophical, historical and social/cultural character of education in the United States. It is intended to be an examination of how schools function organizationally. Discussions will include the role of education, system philosophy and trends that have shaped contemporary education; field observations are included.  

*Educational Psychology

This course is designed to cover five broad topics: development, learning, lesson and classroom management, assessment and characteristics of learners.  The Development component focuses on developmental theories of cognition and affect as they relate to education.  The Learning component presents behavioral and cognitive perspectives on learning, problem solving, critical-thinking and reasoning.  The Classroom Management component focuses on the evaluation of learner characteristics to include those with exceptionalities and ethnically diverse learners. (*Course number, title, and description may vary at each college; recommended to be taken concurrently with ED 105)

ED 105 Teaching and Learning

This course provides an examination of the various contemporary theories and applications of teaching and learning.  It will focus on developing an understanding of the learning needs and learning styles of students as individuals in the context of the learning environment.  Attention will also be given to the assorted instructional modalities which may be employed and the issues involved in matching teaching methods to students’ learning styles while considering the context and environment of the learning experience; a core requirement for the Associate of Science in Education program. Prerequisites: ED101 or ED104; Co-requisite PY109 or permission.

ED 204 Instructional Technology

This course presents the theory and strategies for effective integration of technology resources and technology-based methods of instruction, and assistive technology designed for students with exceptionalities.  A background of mediated instruction will be provided along with a review of the qualities and benefits of various technology options, including assistive technology, available to instructional settings.  Opportunities to apply instructional delivery using common forms of media, multimedia, computers, and specialized programs for students with exceptionalities will be integral to this course, in addition to contemplation of future issues of integration of technology and matters of time and place of the learning experience. (Prerequisite: ED 105 or permission of the faculty member)

*ED 230 Essentials of Career and Technical Curriculum and Instruction

This course will explore the history, philosophy, principles, organization, and operation of career and technical education in the United States.  Students will develop a functional understanding of the role and responsibilities of a professional career and technical educator. This course will provide the participant with the foundation and skills needed to design, implement, and manage a curriculum in career and technical education.  Identification of resources and occupational analysis, derivation of content, formulation of objectives, defining measurable learning outcomes, and the selection and development of activities and evaluation methods will be explored.

(*Course numbers also subject to change)

“Practice for the Praxis”

Preparing for the Praxis Test
What is Praxis? 
Our Education Program requires that students take and pass the Praxis Professional exam. The Praxis test contains three sections: Math, Writing, and Reading Comprehension. Each is a timed one-hour test. Because of the high-stakes nature of this test, the NHTI Learning Center offers the PPST (Pre-Professional Simulated Test hereafter referred to as the Practice Test) to help students and community members prepare for the test. 
The Practice Test 
PLATO, the supplier of our web-based tutorial software, has partnered with Educational Testing Service (ETS), the Praxis Test developer, to offer a simulated test experience. This Practice Test can be taken at any web-enabled computer and is similar to the actual Praxis in time allotments, content and number of questions. It offers immediate, real-time scoring; questions and correct answers can be printed at the end of the test. Using the Practice Test provides valuable preparation for the actual taking of the test and can increase the confidence of the test-taker. 

More than just a test! Tutorials and practice in weak areas are also available. 
Furthermore, PLATO also creates an assignment of tutorials in reading, writing, and math based on the test results. Students and community members who take the Practice Test will also be able to use PLATO tutorials to improve their skills in the targeted areas. The PLATO remediation tutorials can be used at any web-enabled computer, for example, from a home, work, or school computer. The Practice Test can be taken again after the tutorials, to see the improvement in the test results. 

What does it cost? 
• NHTI students: No charge for the test or the PLATO tutorials. 

The program carves out a curriculum for you to work on and an opportunity to retest.  The cost for non-students is $100 per month for unlimited access.

Where do I take it? 
Participants can take the Practice Test at home or at NHTI. 

• Use from home: Schedule a ½ hour introduction to the Practice Test.
